S at only 30-40m strip-of NMSEZ land adjacent to the boundary wall falls
CRZ area. No development is envisaged in this CRZ area and in case if
anything is proposed in the CRZ area, we will follow the requisite procedure and
seek the approval of MCZMA before taking up any activity.

It will be observed from the attached sketch that the Holding Pond near Panje
falls in CRZ 1A (mangroves). The Holding Pond is under the control and custody
\QL of CIDCO. NMSEZ has no right on this Holding Pond and therefore NMSEZ
taking up any work in the Holding Pond area does not arise. The Holding Pond
O has been designed to cater to the storm water of nearby villages and also
of the storm water from the NMSEZ land once the storm water drainage
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network of NMSEZ land is completed.

2) As you are aware, CIDCO has leased its land for the NMSEZ Project. It may
kindly be noted that this land was acquired by Govt of Maharashtra and it was
agricultural land. As per the Wetland (Conservation and Management) Rules
2017, agricultural land cannot be Wetland.

3) We have seen that Panje is being loosely referred at number of instances as Panje
Wetland but in reality there is no Wetland in Panje nor in any of the NMSEZ land
leased by CIDCO because it is agricultural land acquired by Govt of Maharashtra
and handed over to CIDCO for development of Industrial/ Residential area. The Govt
of Maharashtra has carried out detailed exercise and extensive site visits for
finalizing the list of Wetlands and thereafter in Jan 2020 has filed an Affidavit
in Hon’ble High Court giving the list of Wetlands for entire Mahar%This
list doesn’t include any of the NMSEZ land.

4) We are also enclosing the photographs of Panje land taken during Jan - May
2020 for your ready reference showing that the land at Panje is a complete dry
land and villagers are playing cricket on this land (Annexure ll).

5) The CIDCO Development Plan has also earmarked this land for mixed use i.e
Industrial/ Residential use to promote development and growth in the area.

We therefore once again reiterate that Panje is not a Wetland. The entire NMSEZ area has
been leased to NMSEZ by CIDCO. All these agricultural lands were acquired by Govt of
Maharashtra and agricultural lands are not Wetlands. This has also been confirmed by the
Affidavit filed in Feb 2020 by GoM in Hon'ble High Court giving the list of Wetlands in
Maharashtra, which does not include any of NMSEZ land. We therefore request that the
above mentioned factual position may kindly be noted and considered accordingly.
