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Minutes of 2™ meeting of State Mangrove Protection Monitoring Committee held
on 28" December 2018

The Chairman welcomed all the members to the meeting and initiated discussion on the action taken regarding
the minutes of meeting held on 12" November 2018. Mr.Debi Goenka suggested additions to the minutes of first
meeting. The Committee discussed the points raised by Mr.Debi Goenka and decided to add the following points.

1. Regarding the issue of installing GPS trackers in all vehicles disposing of garbage and solid wastes the
BMC will ensure feasibility, ensure compliance within 6 months and submit a report to the committee.

2. Permissions/leases for aquaculture ponds on mangrove areas would not be renewed.

3. CIDCO should ensure that the water flows to the mangroves in Panje Wetlands are not blocked and
appropriate action shall be initiated if the water flows are blocked.

Item no. 1
Constitution of Sub Committee at District and Taluka Level.

It was informed by all the Collectors that the sub committees at District and Taluka Level have been constituted.
The Committee directed to put the constitution of the committee and contact details and email ids of all the
members for display in the offices of Tehsildars, SDOs and Collectors.

Item no. 2

To set up Grievance Redressal Mechanism,

It was informed by the member secretary that separate website has been created for redressal mechanism. Toll
tree number 1926 1s also working tor mangrove destruction complaints.

During discussions it was noticed and the complaint number is not provided to the complainant who complains at ‘
the 1926 number and that toll free number was not working for few days. The committee directed to include
separate option for mangroves and wetland destruction in 1926 call centre.

It was decided by the committee that all complainants should be kept informed of the status of the action being
taken on their complaints and complaint number should be allotted to the complaints to enable them to follow up.

Item no. 3
Publicity regafding the availability of Grievance Redressal Mechanism.

It was informed to the committee that the availability of Grievance Redressal Mechanism has been publicized
through News Papers, Facebook, and other social media.

Item no. 4
Restoration of Mangroves.

The Divisional Commissioner asked all the District Collectors and Forest Department regarding restoration of
mangroves undertaken at the destructed areas. It was informed that restoration works in destructed mangrove
arcas is not yet initiated. Collectors and Forest Department were requested to submit a list of locations where
restoration is required to be carried out and a time bound program should be submitted to the committee.

Item no. 5

During discussion it was noticed that most of the complaints received by the committee are about dumping of
debris or illegal construction in 50miter buffer zone of mangroves. The forest department shall take action
regarding destruction of mangroves in notified mangrove areas. The Revenue Department, Police and MPCB will
take action in non notificd mangrove areas and the buffer zone. The MRSAC map of 2005 should be used for
comparing area of mangroves at site. The planning authorities should consider violation before regularzing any
arcas for further development. The Forest Department shall assist the planning authorites for identifying the

It was noticed that the mangrove areas within jurisdiction of Mira Bhayander Municipal Corporation are not yet
notified and transferred to Forest Department.It was decided that the corporation should take immediate steps to
notify these areas and transfer to Forest Department.

Item no. 7
Nomination of Nodal officers to the Committee.

It was observed that no representatives from MCZMA, MCGM, MPCB and Navi Mumbai Municipal
Corporation were present for the meeting. The Divisional Commissioner showed his displeasure on such attitude
by the authorities. He further directed to inform to all the authorities who were absent for the meeting and this
issue may be brought to the notice of Hon'ble Court if the member remain absent for the meeting

Mangrove mortality due to Kharland bunds.

It was pointed out that Kharland bunds constructed within mangrove areas needs to be removed and areas needs
to be restored. The Divisional Commissioner requested to submit list of specific Kharland bunds which are
constructed in mangrove areas and causing destruction to the mangroves.

Item no. 9
To notify all government mangrove land into Reserve Forest.

The Divisional Commissioner directed that notifying all the government mangrove land should be finished by
May 2019, and the notified mangrove areas should be transferred to Forest Department. He further directed that
all the notifications should be made available on the website of the Committee as and when they are published.

The committee discussed and reviewed the action taken against the complaints received and details are as below.
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
